CCHs and Routine 1

by L. RON HUBBARD

The criteria on Routine 1 is as follows:

All cases that have had no significant or rapid change over
long periods of auditing shall be run on Routine 1, HCO Bulletin
of June 5, 1961, regardless of graph, Meter behavior or objec-
tiods.

This applies to over half the Scientologists in the world.

So get over the idea the CCHs are for nuts. And get over
diffidence in having them run or being run on them.

Routine 1, Routine 2 and Routine 3, HCO Bulletin of June 5,
1961, each one will make Releases. Routines 1, 2, and 3 are
choices made for speed., One is faster than another for differ-
ent pcs. Some pcs Release faster on Routine 1 than 2 or 3.

Any case could be run on any one of these routines, from any
level, and still make it. The question is "How fast?'" One
chooses the routine in the interest of greatest effectiveness in the
least time,

Having attained release, a person then goes to Routine 3
inevitably,

Time economy is our criteria. Not necessarily case level,

So keep your ''pride' or be run on Routines 2 or 3 to Release
at ten times the auditing time - or attain release via Routine 1,
if it's for you, in one tenth the time.

The D of P may refuse to further audit any pc who:

1., Refuses to be run on the process ordered, or:

2, Refuses to take a Joburg, or:
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3. Who refuses to abide by the regulations of HGCs regard-
ing alcohol, eating, sleeping, etc,

him live.

MORE NEWS OF CLEAR KENNEDY

The following personal letter form my friend Paul Van Niekirk
in Johannesburg is not authorised for my publication by him, but
you have been asking so many questions about how Clears oper-
ate that I feel that I should pass along this excerpt about Jean
Kennedy who was cleared by Joy Ollemans on the 3rd South
African ACC run by Mary Sue and Peter Williams. The John
mentioned is her husband John Kennedy who himself made the
first clear in Southern Rhodesia,

""We went to the Airport to meet Jean Kennedy from Bulawayo
yesterday. What a wonderful success story she has to tell. I
tried to read between the lines and find out what the reasons for
their tremendous success are. Here is how they work - John
runs a rip snorting P,E. He is as overt as Hell and won't have
any nonsense from anybody. If people want auditing they must

. first do a month on co-audit. He won't have people on co-audit

for less than a month. During this month they have to read
Dianetics and do a sort of oral extension course. John and Jean
have question evenings when they give coffee and cookies and
answer any questions about Scientology. These are only open to
P.C. s and co-audit teams. After a month of this their "‘raw
meat' isn't so raw any more and can now have straight auditing.
This is all very straightforward and simple - anybody could do it,
well almost anybody. What I did pick up that Jean just mentioned
in passing is the way they handle your bulletins when they get
them.

""As soon as a bulletin arrives they both study it carefully -
discuss it at length and then sit down and T, R. each other on it,
Their success shows that they are following instructions to the
letter. Example - when they got your bulletin mentioning
Hartrampff's Vocabulary, they went out and got a copy at once.

"They check each others assessments on every P, C, length-
ily and don't run anything until they agree that the assessment
is correct. They both know which side of the E-Meter is up,
they respect you, they are Scientologists, they have goals - so
they are making 1.1200 per month, they sold L 100 worth of books
last week, they add up to one Helluva big win,
Paul"
